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Project Description: 
This new works is part of the Fognam Down and Ashdo wn Park Ground Water 
Treatment Works, which supply potable water to Tham es Water customers in 
their western provinces area.  These works are situ ated within 1km of each 
other near the picturesque village of Lambourn in W est Berkshire. The new 
Fognam Down project involved the supply of a high r ate, low waste, ion 
exchange nitrate removal plant to reduce nitrate co ncentrations in the feed 
waters from both of these water treatment works.
