This new works is part of the Far Baulker Water Tre atment Works, which treats 
drinking water from borehole supplies at Rufford an d Far Baulker. Through the 
use of agricultural fertilizers, the levels of Nitr ate in the ground water supply 
are predicted to rise to unacceptable levels. As pa rt of a extensive investment 
scheme to sustain its record level of drinking wate r quality across the Midland, 
Severn Trent Water commissioned Christ Kennicott Wa ter Technology Ltd to 
design, supply, shop assembly, site installation an d commissioning the 
Amberpack TM Ion Exchange Plant, including all ancillary equipm ent, electrics 
and controls, to remove Nitrate from these drinking  water supplies.
